Directions: From East or West: I-10 to Exit 57. Proceed north on HWY 57 about 6.3 miles. Turn 

left onto Ball Park Rd, across from Vancleave High School. Follow the road through the park and 

turn left before the dog park.  The arena is behind the ball fields. 

Set Up: Friday afternoon at 4pm. All help is appreciated. Thank you! 

Worker Raffle: We will be raffling off a free run at our next trial! One ticket per class worked. 

Tickets are self-serve. Thank you! 

Food: A Taco Bar will be provided for lunch Saturday and Sunday.  We’ll have a 30 min break for 

lunch. There are also restaurants within a few miles of the show site. 

Camping/RV: Sites are first come, first serve. RV hooks up are $20/night and tent camping on 

campground sites is $10/ night. There are showers and a dump station in the campground.  Tent 

camping is also available on the south side of the arena at no charge. See Jill to pay RV fees. 

Running Order: Tall to Small both days 

Saturday: Sen/Champ followed by Beg/Nov 

Speedstakes 1, Speedstakes 2, Jumping, Masters Jumping, Agility 1, Agility 2, Combined 

Gamblers  

Sunday: Sen/Champ followed by Beg/Nov 

Agility, Masters Agility, Jumping 1, Jumping 2, Speedstakes  

Bitch in Season: Please inform the trial secretary. The BIS must be wearing BIS pants will running 

and in the arena.  The BIS will remain in their running order.  Please crate on far side of arena. 

Measuring Dogs – Measuring will be available when the trial opens before judging begins and 
throughout the day.   

If a dog is under 3 and newly registered, a temporary measure or proof of the dog’s height must 

be done by the dog’s 3rd trial. A permanent measure must be obtained by a UKI official 



measurer between 12-18 months after the dog’s first/ temporary measure. Any registered dog 

that only has a temporary measure, must follow the above rule. If a newly registered dog is over 

3, they must obtain a measure by an official UKI measurer by their 3rd trial and this 

measurement will be permanent.
